I am still in denial that Bishop Grote is no longer with us. | guess | met him
when | was 16, attending what | believe was my second diocesan council
with my dad. It was the year he was elected assistant bishop of the diocese. For many years, |
saw Bishop Grote presiding over diocesan and general council meetings in the U.S., but I only
truly got to know him after moving to Germany and interacting with him at our annual synod
meetings. In that short time frame of five years or so, | found a genuine bishop, confidante
and friend.

The insight and wisdom Bishop Grote brought each year in his teaching and preaching, but
also in conversations at meal times and private sessions were the highlight of our meetings.
His willingness to provide individual counsel and encouragement both in person and via
Skype was a precious gift I am afraid | took for granted.

He was unassuming and unaffected, and his down-to-earth personality and genuine
friendliness were an example to all of us of what spiritual leadership should look like. He
consistently called us gently but firmly to focus on the heart of what we are supposed to be
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doing as clergy, which is to build the Church through leading people to Jesus. He reminded us
